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QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS 
 

Q. What countries are we going to be exploring this year? 

A. We will be exploring Vietnam, Kenya, Iceland and Norway, Ireland, the Caribbean and Brazil. It is part of our mandate 

to help children develop into active global citizens. By exploring the unique cultures of various countries around the world, 

children understand what makes each country unique, what challenges it faces and how we are all interconnected. 

Q. Do I have to be registered with Phoenix to participate in classes? 

A. No, your child does not have to be registered with us to participate in our great classes. Phoenix members, those who 

do register with us as their school board, receives significant discounts on classes and services. 

Q. Are your classes curriculum-based and do they cover all the outcomes? 

A. All of our classes are curriculum-based and directly tie into the ALBERTA PROGRAMS OF STUDY. Many of our 

classes are theme-based - that means that a single class may cover more than one subject area at a time. Theme-based 

learning is a more natural (and fun) way to learn. No, with such a limited amount of time they may not necessarily cover all 

of the detailed outcomes but all of the general ones are covered. Parents will receive a learning outcomes sheet (LOS) at 

the end of each class that details what has been covered in the class and what may need to be covered at home. 

Q. Is there a charge for classes? 

A. Yes. Phoenix is a nonprofit organization and all classes run on a cost recovery basis. These classes are paid for from 

either resource funding (if available for your student) or by parents. Class fees generally cover all the materials unless 

otherwise specified. 

Q. Why are class fees nonrefundable? 

A. Once the class has met its minimum, we run the class because at that point all the expenses have been covered. If you 

withdraw your child there are still expenses as we have already hired an instructor, rented a room, purchase supplies and 

so on. For this reason, fees are non-refundable. 

Q. What level of class should my child register for?  

A. They should be registered at the level they are working at . . . Phoenix is NOT a designated special needs school and 

we do not providing programs for children with special needs. So please make sure that you register your child in the right 

level regards of age. 

Q. What if I put my child in a higher-level class but he or she is not working at that level? 

A. The class will be operating at the indicated level. If you choose to put your child into a higher-level class, then we ask 

that you attend with your child to assist them as needed or to consider a lower level class if that is not possible.
